PRELIMINARY



 
1.   (a)     The regulations contained in Table A in the Schedules 
to the Companies (Tables A to F) Regulations 1985 (SI 1985 Nº 805) 
as amended by Companies (Tables A to F) (Amendment) Regulations 
1985 (SI Nº 1052) (such Table being hereinafter called “Table A”) 
shall apply to the Company save in so far as they are excluded or 
varied hereby and such regulations (save as so excluded or varied) 
and the Articles hereinafter contained shall be the regulations of 
the Company.
 

     (b)     In these Articles the expression “the Act” means the 
Companies Act 1985, bu so that any reference in these Articles to 
any provision of the Act shall be deemed to include a reference to 
any statutory modification or re-enactment of that provision for 
the time being in force.
 
ALLOTMENT OF SHARES
 
(2)  (a)     Shares which are comprised in the authorized share 
capital with which the Company is incorporated shall be under the 
control of the Directors who may (subject to Section 80 of the Act 
and to paragraph (d) below) allot, grant options over or otherwise 
dispose of the same, to such persons, on such terms and in such 
manner as they think fit.

Subject to and in 
default of any such determination there shall be no maximum number 
of Directors and the minimum number of Directors shall be one. 
Whensoever the minimum number of Directors shall be one, a sole 
Director  shall  have  authority  to  exercise  all  the  powers  and 
discretions  by  Table  A  and  by  these  Articles  expressed  to  be 
vested in the Directors generally, and Clause 89 in Table A shall 
be modified accordingly.
 

     (c)     The directors shall not be required to retire by 
rotation and Clauses 73 to 80 (inclusive) in Table A shall not 
apply to the Company.
 

     (d)     No person shall be appointed a Director at any General 
Meeting unless either:
          (i)     he is recommended by the Directors; or
     

          (ii)     not less than fourteen nor more than thirty-five 
clear  days  before  the  date  appointed  for  the  General  Meeting, 
notice signed by a Member qualified to vote at the General Meeting 
has been given to the Company of the intention to propose that 
person for appointment, together with notice signed by that person 
of his willingness to be appointed.
 

     (e)     Subject  to  paragraph  (d)  above,  the  Company  may  by 
Ordinary Resolution in General Meeting appoint any person who is 



willing to act to be a Director, either to fill a vacancy or as an 
additional Director.
 

     (f)     The Directors may appoint a person who is willing to act 
to be a Director, either to fill a vacancy or as an additional 
Director, provided that the appointment does not cause the number 
of Directors to exceed any number determined in accordance with 
paragraph (b) above as the maximum number of Directors and for the 
time being in force.
 
BORROWING POWERS
 

8.   The Directors may exercise all the powers of the Company to borrow money without limit as to

11.  (a)     A Director may vote, at any meeting of the Directors 
or  of  any  committee  of  the  Directors,  on  any  resolution, 
notwithstanding that it in any way concerns or relates to a matter 
in which he has, directly or indirectly, any kind of interest 
whatsoever,  and  if  he  shall  vote  on  any  such  resolution  as 
aforesaid his vote shall be counted; and in relation to any such 
resolution as aforesaid he shall (whether or not he shall vote on 
the same) be taken into account in calculating the quorum present 
at the meeting.

The 
transfer  notice  shall  constitute  the  Company  the  agent  of  the 
proposing transferor for the sale of all (but not some of) the 
shares comprised in the transfer notice to any Member or Members 
willing to purchase the same (hereinafter called “the purchasing 
Member”)  at  the  price  specified  therein  or  at  the  fair  value 
certified in accordance with paragraph (c) below (whichever shall 
be the lower).

The  offer 
notice shall state the price per share specified in the transfer 
notice  and  shall  limit  the  time  in  which  the  offer  may  be 
accepted, not being less than twenty-one days nor more than forty-
two days after the date of the offer notice, provided that if a 
certificate of fair value is requested under paragraph (c) below 
the  offer  shall  remain  open  for  acceptance  for  a  period  of 
fourteen days after the date on which notice of the fair value 
certified in accordance with that paragraph shall have been given 
by the Company to the Members or until the expiry of the period 
specified in the offer notice whichever is the later.

that no Member shall be obliged to take more shares than he shall 
have  applied  for.  If  any  shares  shall  not  be  capable  without 
fractions of being offered to the Members, or some of them, in 
such proportion or in such manner as may be determined by lots 
drawn in regard thereto, and the lots shall be drawn in such  
manner as the Directors may think fit.

The Leaving Certificate

 

The Leaving Certificate examination is held at the end of the Senior Cycle in post-primary 
schools. It is the terminal examination of post-primary education. The Senior Cycle caters for 
pupils in the 15 to 18 year old age group. Students normally sit for the examination at the age of 17 
or 18, after 5 or 6 years of post primary education. 

 

Pupils following the established Leaving Certificate Programme must take at least five subjects, 
including Irish. The subject syllabuses of this programme are being revised at present to give them 
a greater vocational orientation. The revision is taking place on a phased basis. 

 

The Leaving Certificate Vocational Programme 

 

The Leaving Certificate Vocational Programme (LCVP) is the normal Leaving Certificate 
Programme with a concentration on technical subjects and some additions. Because of its high 
vocational content, it attracts funding from the European Social Fund. It was first introduced in 
1989. In 1994, it was expanded to broaden the choice of subjects and to strengthen the vocational 
content of the programme by including three link modules on Enterprise Education, Preparation 
for Work and Work Experience. 

 

Pupils taking the LCVP in its redesigned form take: 
 

- five Leaving Certificate subjects, including two subjects to be chosen from a set of 

  vocational subjects. 

- a recognised course in a modern European language 

- the three mandatory Link Modules.

 

The Leaving Certificate Applied 

 

The Leaving Certificate Applied is a self-contained two year programme replacing and expanding 
on the existing Senior Certificate and Vocational Preparation and Training Programme. It is a 
person-centred programme involving a cross-curricular approach rather than a subject based 
structure. It has as its primary objective the preparation of participants for adult and working life 
through relevant learning experiences which develop the following areas of human endeavour; 
spiritual, intellectual, social, emotional, aesthetic and physical. The framework of the Leaving 
Certificate Applied consists of a number of modules grouped under three general headings. 

 

- General Education (at least 30% of the time) 

- Vocational Education (at least 30% of the time) 

- Vocational Preparation (at least 25% of the time) 



 

The Leaving Certificate Applied is intended to meet the needs of those students who either chose 
not to opt for other Leaving Certificate Programmes or who are not adequately catered for by other 
Leaving Certificate Programmes. 

 

While certification in the Leaving Certificate Applied will not be a qualification for direct entry to 
third-level courses, students who successfully complete the programme will be able to proceed to 
many Post-Leaving Certificate courses. 

 

To support this process, the Leaving Certificate Applied will be fully integrated into the system for 
a certification of educational and training qualifications being developed by TEASTAS  the Irish 
National Certification Authority.

THE BRITISH EDUCATIONAL SYSTEM

 

The  British  educational  system  differs  in  a  number  of  respects  from the  educational  systems 
operated  by many of  our  European partners.  One important  difference  is  that  students  tend  to 
specialise more extensively in their School Leaving Certificates (A Levels) which qualify them for 
entry into Higher Education (which normally takes place at University). This in turn means that 
undergraduate degrees often take less time to complete (3 or 4 years) than they do in Europe. A 
summary of the typical route into Higher Education is shown below. 

 

General Certificate of Secondary Education (GCSE)
 

Students study in from the age of 13 to 16 a range of subjects (from 5 to 11 subjects but normally 
8). These subjects are examined in the 5th Form of Secondary School by taking GCSE 
examinations. 

 
A Levels

 

Students may stay for a further 2 years in their Secondary School to study normally 3 subjects at   A   
Level. They join the  Lower Sixth Form and progress to the  Upper Sixth Form. Some students 
may take A Levels at a Sixth Form College or a College of Further Education. The choice of A 
Levels  will  determine  the  subject  a  student  can  study  at  University.  Engineering  courses,  for 
example, will normally require Maths and Physics. 

 

Undergraduate (or First) Degrees
 

Typically, this is a Bachelors Degree which is termed a BSc   for a Science Degree  , a BA   for an Arts   
Degree,  or  more  recently,  a  BEng   for  an Engineering Degree  .  They normally  take  3 years  to 
complete. However, some degrees may take 4 years to complete if they include i) a year abroad, ii) 
an industrial placement or iii) an additional subject. 

A new development is the introduction of the Masters of Engineering (MEng). This can be a little 
confusing  as  the  MEng  is  still  an    undergraduate  degree  .  It  is  however  an  enhanced  4  year 
undergraduate degree which incorporates additional subjects studied at a deeper level. Students with 
above average ability are normally selected for these courses which usually follow the appropriate 
BEng degree until the later stages of the degree. 

 
Postgraduate Degrees

 

Students with good grades in their undergraduate degree may choose to take a  Masters Degree 
(MSc or MA) which takes a minimum of 1 year to complete. This may be a taught Masters which 
typically involves 6 months of intensive tuition followed by 6 months of project work resulting in 
the submission of a dissertation. 

Alternatively,  students  may  register  for  a  Masters  Degree  by  Research which  results  in  the 
submission of an MSc Thesis. Students wanting to continue to study for a  PhD will undertake a 



further 2 years minimum of research following the award of their MSc (irrespective of whether this 
was by research or taught course). In some situations, a student may transfer from MSc to PhD so 
that they follow a three year research programme for PhD without first obtaining a MSc. 

 

University: 
 

Once at University, a number of other differences may become apparent which may include: 

 

Most  subjects  within  a  course  are  taught  over  the one  or  two semesters.  They may be 
integrated with other courses running at the same time or provide the basis for subsequent courses. 
Consequently, there is often less flexibility to choose different options in the early stage of the 
degree in contrast to the modular system used elsewhere in Europe and in the States. While options 
are an important part of most courses, these occur most commonly in the final year of the degree. 
Again, as our educational system is beginning to diversify, a number of institutions are moving to a 
truly modular system. 

Britain  does  lag behind many European countries  in  the proportion of  young people in 
University Education.  Selection for  a  University  place is  competitive with students'  chances of 
admission  being  determined  by  their  qualifications,  the  number  of  places  available  and  the 
popularity of the course. As the number of students on a course is planned it is possible to ensure 
that there are sufficient facilities for each student. As students are selected for their ability to follow 
the course, the drop out rate is normally low and students are expected to attend all formal teaching 
periods (see below for more details on study methods). 

Most students have their course fees paid for them by their Local Government in addition to 
a student grant, the level of which is determined by the parents' income. Students therefore tend to 
see themselves as living independently of their parents at least during term time and so their choice 
of university need not be determined by where they live. Recently, however, part of the grant has 
been replaced by a government loan. The level of the remaining grant has been frozen and the loan 
component will now gradually increase until it is equivalent to the current level of the grant. Many 
argue  that  these  changes,  which  have  also  included  preventing  students  from  claiming  other 
financial benefits,  have left students with a much lower level of income. Students are therefore 
becoming more dependent upon their parents for extra financial help and increasing numbers of 
students feel they need to take part time work during their degree. 

            All students are automatically members of their  Students Union which is run by students 
for students and provides facilities, services and advice. Students are also represented on most of 
the  university  committees  by  elected  representatives  either  from  the  Students  Union  or  from 
individual departments. 

 
Study methods

 

The purpose of this section is to give a brief description of the range of study methods you 
are likely to encounter within an undergraduate course or during the taught course component of an 
MSc. You may find that they differ little or not at all from those at your own university. However, 
we know that the approach to teaching does differ from some of our continental partners and so the 
notes may be useful for some of you. 

 



You are usually expected to enrol on specific course units very soon after your arrival. We 
do not follow the practice of students turning up to a large number of courses with the intention of 
narrowing down the choice after a few weeks. In most cases, the Tutor responsible for you will 
have already drawn up a suitable programme for you following advice from your home institution. 
If  the  department  you are  entering  is  participating  in  the  European Credit  Transfer  System 
(ECTS) then you should already have had a Learning Agreement drawn up for you. 

 
Principal teaching methods

 
The Lecture

 

Lectures can be given to quite large audiences, especially during the first year of a degree, or 
to quite small groups as in the case of student who attend specialised options in their final year. 
Students are not expected to ask questions in the middle of a lecture, especially if large numbers of 
students are involved, but many lecturers will invite questions at the end. While students are 
expected to go to all the lectures, this is not strictly policed. If a student does miss a lecture, they are 
advised to borrow a classmate's notes as textbooks can rapidly become out of date. 

 
Laboratory Practicals

 

Students may be asked to work as individuals, in pairs or in small groups. In most cases, 
students will be asked to 'write up' the work and this will generally be assessed with the mark 
contributing to their overall exam result. Attendance in practical classes is normally a requirement 
for a degree and poor attendance can mean that a student can fail the year even though their overall 
marks are sufficient to pass. 

Projects:

Most students will undertake at least one major project which will generally be in the final 
year. The work will often be in one of the research laboratories and students normally choose, 
within the confines of the project, how much time to spend on it. It is not uncommon for final year 
students to spend too much time on their project as this is generally much more interesting than 
revising ! In some departments, students are asked to give formal presentations on the results of 
their projects. 

 
Seminars and Tutorials

 

Seminars and Tutorials tend to vary considerably depending upon the department. Seminars 
involve the introduction of a particular subject, by either a Tutor or a guest speaker, which is then 
followed by questions and answers. Tutorials can involve small groups exploring areas in a more 
informal way and can include students being asked to undertake certain tasks. Larger tutorials may 
involve students working through question sheets with staff on hand to help with difficulties as they 
arise. 

 



Examinations and Continuous Assessment

 

Most courses will involve some form "continuous assessment" of students. This means that 
marks obtained for essays, projects and laboratory work during the year are taken into account when 
deciding the final mark for the course unit concerned. Work to be assessed must be submitted by the 
deadline  given.  In  certain  circumstances,  extensions  to  the  deadline  may  be  given  providing 
students give good reasons to the lecturer concerned before the deadline had passed. 

The other main way of assessing students is the written examination which is usually of 
three hours duration. Timetables for written examinations are normally displayed in the departments 
and in the Main Building corridor between rooms B9 and B13. It is the student's responsibility to 
ensure that they are registered in advance for the examinations they need to take. You should check 
what items you are allowed to take into the examination room. Normally, you are only allowed pen 
and paper but some courses may permit a calculator or other special aids. On some occasions, such 
as some first year exams, students are allowed to take in a dictionary which must be approved first 
by the student's personal or course Tutor. Oral examinations are rarely used in British universities 
for undergraduate degrees except to determine the final classification of a student's degree in cases 
of doubt.

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 



 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 



EDUCATION IN ANGLO-SAXON COUNTRIES 

 

Elementary education (also called primary education) is the first stage traditionally found 
in most countries educational systems, beginning at about age 5 to 7 and ending at about age 11 to 
13. In the U.K. and some other countries, the term primary is used instead of  elementary. In the 
USA the term  primary customarily refers to only the first three years of elementary education: 
grades 1 to 3. Elementary education is often preceded by some form of preschool for children age 
3 to 5 or 6 and is often followed by secondary education. 

 

The United States, which has a decentralized system of education, generally has  nursery 
schools and  kindergartens integrated  with  the  elementary  schools.  The  elementary-secondary 
period overall is 12 years long (not counting a one- or two-year kindergarten), but the subdivision 
of these years varies, including eight-four or six-six (elementary school and  high school),  six-
three-three (elementary school,  junior high school, and  senior high school), and four-four-four 
(primary school, middle school, and high school), and some modifications of these patterns. 

 

In some countries (e.g., the United States), ecclesiastical and other religious bodies maintain 
elementary, secondary, and higher schools separate from the public-school systems. 

 

secondary education, the second stage traditionally found in formal education, beginning 
about age 11 to 13 and ending usually at age 15 to 18. The difference between elementary and 
secondary  education  has  gradually  become  less  marked,  not  only  in  curricula but  also  in 
organization. The proliferation of middle schools,  junior schools,  junior high schools, and other 
divisions has produced systems with more than two stages. 

 
The British system

 

 Compulsory education in England begins at age 5 and continues to age 15. Formal school 
attendance begins with age 5,  when the child enters the two-year    infant   school or department.   
Between the ages of 7 and 9, the student attends the   junior   school  . Great Britain's current system of 
secondary education is the successor to a slightly older system that assigned students at age 11 to 
one of three types of schools by means of selection tests. From the 1950s and '60s these schools 
were gradually replaced by a single type of school called a comprehensive school,  which admits 
children irrespective of ability or aptitude and which offers both academic and vocational programs 
under one roof. In Britain the first stage of education is called  primary education and includes 
students from ages 5 (4 in Northern Ireland) to 11 (12 in Scotland). About 90 percent of students 
then attend comprehensive schools. These schools are organized in various ways, serving ages 11 to 
18; 11-12 to 16; or 12-14 to 16-18. 

Most  of  the  remaining  students  receive  secondary  education  in  secondary  modern  or 
grammar schools (remnants of the old school system), to which they are assigned after selective 
procedures at age 11. The Education Reform Act 1988 established a national curriculum and regular 
assessment of performance for children of ages 5 to 16 in all state schools in England and Wales. 
Similar legislation was passed in Northern Ireland in 1990. In England, Scotland, and Wales parents 
have a statutory right to express preference for a specific school. 

Those  students  seeking  university  entrance  must  successfully  complete  a  series  of 
examinations that result in the General Certificate of Education (GCE). These examinations have 



two levels:    ordinary   and    advanced  .  Entry to a university requires a prescribed combination of   
passes on the ordinary and advanced level in such subjects as English, foreign language, science, 
and mathematics. The   sixth-form     curriculum   (i.e., that of the last two years of secondary school)   
is  largely  oriented  toward  preparation  for  the  advanced-level  examination  and  provides 
specialization. In  Britain  a  small  group of  independent  schools  also exists.  These  primary  and 
secondary schools are financially self-supporting. The best known of the independent schools are 
the "public schools," some of which, like Eton and Harrow, have long maintained a distinguished 
reputation. 

 

The U.S. system.
 

Historically, the United States has made little distinction between primary and elementary 
education,  i.e.,  between  those  lower  schools  that  prepared  students  for  advanced  (or  higher) 
education and those schools that merely provided literacy and some general education for larger 
groups of children. This heritage has led in the United States to a single system of elementary and 
secondary  education  for  the  great  majority  of  its  students.  In  the  USA,  education  is  the 
responsibility  of  the  individual  states;  therefore,  some  variation  in  structure  exists.  Typically, 
however, students at the age of 13 or 14 enter a neighbourhood secondary school; the education 
there usually lasts for four years, and the students  graduate at age 18 on average. In the United 
States, more than 80 percent of the secondary-age groups attend secondary school. 

The American goal for decades has been to provide secondary education for all within a 
single type of institution popularly referred to as the  comprehensive high school.Comprehensive 
schools usually include a broad program of general and specialized curricula

In case a 
constructive total loss is claimed for, the Insured shall abandon to the Company the damaged goods 
and all his rights and title pertaining thereto. The goods on each lighter to or from the seagoing 
vessel shall be deemed a separate risk. “Constructive total loss” refers to the loss where an actual 
total loss appears to be unavoidable or the cost to be incurred in recovering or reconditioning the 
goods together with the forwarding cost to the destination named in the policy would exceed their 
value on arrival.

 

Total or partial loss caused by accidents- the carrying conveyance being grounded, stranded, sunk 
or in collision with floating ice or other objects as well as fire or explosion.

 

Partial loss of the insured goods attributable to heavy weather, and/or tsunami, where the 
conveyance has been grounded, stranded, sunk or burnt, irrespective of whether the event or events 
took place before or after such accidents.

 

Partial or total loss consequent on falling of entire package or packages into the sea during loading, 
transshipment or discharge.

Aside from the risks covered under F.P.A. and W.A. conditions as above, this insurance also covers 
all risks of loss or of damage to the insured whether partial or total, arising from external causes in 
the course of the transit.

 

II.                    EXCLUSIONS:

 

            This insurance does not cover:

 

            1.            Loss or damage caused by the intentional act or fault of the insured.

 

            2.            Loss or damage falling under the liability of the Consignor.

 

            3.            Loss or damage arising from the inferior quality or shortage of the 

insured goods prior to the attachment of this insurance.

 

            4.            Loss or damage arising from normal loss, inherit vice or nature of the 

insured goods, loss of market, and/or delay in transit and any expenses arising therefrom.

 

            5.            Risks and liabilities covered and excluded by the Ocean Marine (Cargo), 

War Risk Clauses and Strike, Riot and Civil Commotion Clauses of this Company.

 

            III.            COMMENCEMENT AND TERMINATION OF COVER.

 

            1.            Warehouse to Warehouse Clause:

 

                        This insurance attaches from the time the goods hereby insured leave the warehouse 
or place of storage named in the policy for the commencement of the transit and continues in force 
in the ordinary course of transit including sea, land and inland waterway transits and transit in 
lighter until the insured goods are delivered to the Consignee’s final warehouse or place of storage 
at the destination named in the policy or to any other place used by the Insured for allocation or 
distribution of the goods or for storage other than in the ordinary course of transit.

Should the Carrier, 
Bailee or other relevant Authorities be responsible for such shortage or damage, the Insured shall 
lodge a claim with them in writing and, if necessary, obtain their confirmation of an extension of 
the time limit of validity of such claim.

 

2.         The insured shall, and the Company may also, take reasonable measures immediately in 
salvaging the goods or preventing or minimizing a loss or damage hereto. The measures so taken by 
the Insured or by the Company shall not be considered respectively as a waiver of abandonment 
hereunder, or as an acceptance thereof.

            

3.         In case of a change of voyage or any omission or error in the description of the interest, the 
name of the vessel or voyage, this insurance shall remain in force only upon prompt notice to this 
Company when the Insured becomes aware of the same and payment of an additional premium if 
required.

 

            4.            The following documents should accompany any claim hereunder made against the 
Company..........original policy, bill of lading, invoice, packing list, tally sheet, weight memo, 
certificate of loss or damage and/or shortland memo, survey report, statement of claim.

 

            If any third party is involved, documents relative to pursuing of recovery from such party 
should also be included.

 



            5.            Immediate notice should be given to the Company when the cargo owner’s actual 
responsibility under the Contract of Affreightment “Both to Blame Collision” Clause becomes 
known.

 

            V.            THE TIME OF VALIDITY OF A CLAIM

 

The period of validity of a claim under this insurance shall not exceed a period of two years 
counting from the time of completion of discharge of the insured goods from the seagoing vessel at 
the final port of discharge.

CLAUSES

 

I.            SCOPE OF COVER

            1.            This insurance shall attach from the time the insured goods are loaded on the 
seagoing vessel or lighter at the port of shipment named in the policy until discharged overside 
from the seagoing vessel or lighter at the port of destination named in the policy. If the insured 
goods are not discharged therefrom, the longest duration at the port of discharge shall be limited to 
fifteen (15) days counting from midnight of the day of the vessel’s arrival at such port. Anchoring, 
mooring or securing at a berth or place within the harbour shall be deemed as vessel’s arrival. In the 
absence of such berth or place, the vessel’s arrival refers to the vessel’s first anchoring, mooring or 
securing either at or off the intended port or at or near the place of discharge.

 

            2.            In case of transshipment at an intermediate port, regardless of whether or not the 
insured goods are unloaded, the longest duration of this insurance at such port of transshipment 
shall be limited to fifteen (15) days counting from midnight of the day of the vessel’s arrival at such 
port or place of.
